Admission is by audition.  This ensemble gives advanced middle school students in the opportunity to perform various styles of jazz music.  This group rehearses after school on Tuesday from 3:00 - 4:00 pm and Friday mornings from 7:30-8:15 am.

Admission is by audition in the spring.  This is a select choral group for grades 7 & 8.  Rehearsals are Mondays before school at 7:30 – 8:15 am and Thursdays from 3-4pm.
